BARLEY MOLT, HARTEFORD

Nn the 19th October the Barlky “Yow was roonsned after being shut for
about 10 years.

The building was constructed as a farmhouse in 1947 from stone heleived
to be from the ruins nf Ramsev Abkbev. Tt has a history of keing a
Public House since 12923, when records show it relonged to ™ills brewery
of Wisbech. It was sutsequently owned by Huntingdon *rewory in 1947,
East Anglian hreweries in 1950, Steward & Tatterson in 1263 and f£inally
Watney Mann (East Anglia) and Tatnsy Mann (Midlande) in 1870. It is now
owned by Charles ¥ells and is manaded for them by Mr.&Mrs.J.Ferron.

Whilst the outside of the huildinag remains hasically unchanaed, the
interior has bheen tastefully modernisaed. Of varticulasr interest are
some old photos of thas Funtingdon arcea, ona showing the old Marshall's
brewery in 1901. (C.P.)
